convinced that it will be a pleasure for Me to recognize and to reward the services that

you render this way to the State. My Orders dated 24 September, sent threefold to Lucca,

Florence, and Rome, as well as those for which I have charged my Grand Huntsman with

bringing them to Your knowledge and which he sent You on 29 September in duplicate to

Lucca and Florence, must by now be in Your hands. I have therefore no doubts that You have

already begun to execute them.
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
